Glossary

Doublet:  Man’s clothing.  A jacket.

Frise:  Material with a raised design.

Gowne:  Clothing.  Similar to an overcoat.

Hose:  These were worn on mens’ legs, they looked like tights.

Imprimis :   Latin.  Meaning firstly.

Pantofells:  Or pantofle, these were  a kind of slipper

Shule:  Also written as shool.  A shovel.

Sheetes: Possibly some type of tie attached to the sheet.                  Bandes
