Census 

The census returns give a complete list of all the people living in every town city and village in the country.

The first census was taken in 1801. This one and the ones that were taken in 1811, 1821 and 1831 just showed the houses and the number of people in them but did not record the names of the people living there.

We have records of the census from 1841, 1851, 1861, 1871, and 1881. These returns were filled in by hand and every person’s name, age, job and where they were born is recorded.
